No Championships, but 1 of our 2 
teams gave themselves a chance by 
reaching the Finals.

HOME ICE

• The Raptors Hockey Club will once again contract its ice slots for 
consistency of home game times:
• Saturday’s for 4 games. Saturday home games during the 2024-25 

season were 3:15pm & 4:45pm & 6:15pm & 7:45pm @ Factory Wake 
Forest, per contracted ice.

• Sunday’s for 4 games. Most Sunday home games during the 2024-25 
season were 6:45am & 8:15am & 9:45am & 11:15am @ Factory Wake 
Forest, per contracted ice.

• Allotted Ice Time for Games : 75 & 90 min

• Minimum number of Home weekends : 6
• Potential for adding a 7th home weekend as practice or games.



GAMES

The team will plan to play in either the ACHC or CHL, usually consisting of:

• 16 Games = “Home & Home” League matchups Vs. 4 Teams in Division

•   8 Games =  “Home & Home” Independent Exhibition Games

• 16 Games = 4 Tournaments (potential for extra games)

ICE TIME & DEVELOPMENT

Pre-Season Team Training Camp:
• 6 Hours On Ice (4 days @ 1.5hrs/daily, over course of a full weekend in August 2023) 

On Team Ice Practice:
• 2 weekly practice, where Raptors U16A team will be the only team on the ice.

    (traditionally @ Factory Wake Forest, but could potentially be rotated between Cary & IcePlex) 

• 2024-25 Time Slot : Wednesdays 5:30pm & Factory Ice House.

• Additional slot to be added either 4:15pm after school,  or after 8:30pm in evening.

On Ice Development:
• 1 Hour Bi-Monthly, Advanced Skating/Agility/Puck Control with Prime Time Hockey school.

• 1 Hour Bi-Monthly, Advanced Shooting & Scoring with Prime Time Hockey school.

  Total On Ice for Team Practice & Development :  68 Hours!



EXTRA TRAINING & DEVELOPMENT

The team will take full advantage of 
the Prime Time Hockey training facility 
with:

• 8 (90-min) Training sessions for an 
additional 9 hours of training & 
development.

• These sessions will be structured as:
• 30min Skating Treadmill Training

• 60min Specialized Shooting Training

• (potential to utilize 30min video review or 
30 min off-ice fitness training)



SPECIALIZED EXTRA TRAINING & DEVELOPMENT

ALL Raptors U16A players will receive 
1 complimentary semi-private lesson 
from Prime Time Hockey:

• Sessions will take place during the ice 
times offered at Factory Ice House for 
small group private lessons.

• Sessions will be 60 minutes in length
*Families will be required to cover the cost for Stick/Puck 
Registration 



THE DEVELOPMENT PROCESS

Part of the Development Process for the Raptors 
Bantam Team will be to have an open line of 
communication with players and parents thru Individual 
Evaluations. 

The coaching staff will conduct individual player evaluations in 3 
phases during the hockey season: 

 1) Mid-Season Evaluation.

 2) Final Evaluation at Season’s End.
