- Sessions will take place during the Coaches Corner ice times offered at
Factory Ice House, or in the PTH Training Facility.
- Sessions will be 60 minutes in length

*Families will be required to cover the cost for ice if Coaches Corner




THE DEVELOPMENT PROCESS

Part of the Development Process for the Raptors U16AA
Team will be to have an open line of communication
with players and parents thru Individual Evaluations.

The coaching staff will conduct individual player evaluations in 3
phases during the hockey season:

1) Post Training Camp Evaluation. (Written and in person)
2) Mid-Season Evaluation. (Written and In person by request)
3) Final Evaluation at Season’s End. (In person by request)
