Saturday home games during the 2025-26
season were 3:15pm & 4:45pm & 6:15pm & 7:45pm @ Factory Wake
Forest, per contracted ice.

 Sunday’s for 4 games. Most Sunday home games during the 2025-26
season were 6:45am & 8:15am & 9:45am & 11:15am @ Factory Wake
Forest, per contracted ice.

 Allotted Ice Time for Games : 75 & 90 min

« Minimum number of Home weekends : 6
 Potential for adding a 7" home weekend as practice or games.

ICE TIME & DEVELOPMENT

Pre-Season Team Training Camp:
« 6 Hours On Ice (5 days @ 1 or 1.5hrs/daily, over course of a full weekend in August 2026)

On Team Ice Practice:
« 2 weekly practice, where Raptors U16A team will be the only team on the ice.
(traditionally @ Factory Wake Forest, but could potentially be rotated between Factory & IcePlex)
« 2025-26 Time Slot : Tuesdays 6:00pm & Thursday 4:15pm Factory Ice House.
« If on Tuesday again, that slot could rotate monthly with a 9:15pm slot later in evening.

On Ice Development:
« 1 Hour Bi-Monthly, Advanced Skating/Agility/Puck Control with Prime Time Hockey school.
« 1 Hour Bi-Monthly, Advanced Shooting & Scoring with Prime Time Hockey school.
